Plans don’t expire.

Assessment activities in the course
should match what is in the plan.

If a plan no longer works for a course,
revise it and submit with assessment
report per assessment schedule.

Gen Ed courses assess using
GESLOs or one of the ULOs.
Make sure to use the correct
Assessment Report Template. There
are two report templates:
o GESLO Assessment Report
Template
o Integrated Program and Gen Ed
Capstone Report Template.
