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Improve Program

	Oakland University provides rigorous educational programs; A variety of majors and specialized curricula prepares students for post-baccalaureate education professional schools or careers directly after graduation; Each program provides a variety of courses and curricular experiences to ensure an enriched life along with superior career preparation or enhancement.
	The DMLL’s mission is to educate students in all aspects of foreign language learning.  Our curriculum aims at teaching beginning students how to comprehend, speak, write and read a foreign language and to understand the cultural contexts of the language they have chosen to study.  We continue this process in the intermediate and advanced levels, where students develop a sophisticated knowledge of the language in its cultural context and they study literature produced in this language.  Courses throughout the program provide students with the tools they need to become culturally educated critical thinkers.  
	Knowledge of a foreign language and culture; knowledge of linguistic and cultural diversity and the contributions of such diversity to the global society; knowledge of how literature is an expression of culture; knowledge of literary form; appropriate uses of a variety of methods of inquiry and a recognition of ethical considerations that arise.  Students engage in conversation, understand and interpret written and spoken language, demonstrate the ability to write extensively on a profound and critical level in the target language, demonstrate the ability to conduct advanced-level research on literary topics.  
	Direct measures:

1)  Embedded assessment in 114, 214 and 215 courses, all languages; 2) Capstone papers written in target language, assessed using rubric; 3)  Oral Proficiency Interview for graduating seniors.
Indirect measure:  Assessment questionnaire for graduating seniors
	All full and part-time faculty members are potentially responsible for assessment activities.  Embedded assessment is a part of all Gen Ed 114, 214 and 215 courses.  Oral proficiency interviews for graduating seniors are conducted by faculty members trained by the American Council for the Teaching of Foreign Languages.  Capstone papers are read by at least two faculty members in each language section. 

 
	The DMLL Assessment Committee is responsible for gathering the data and writing the report which will be made available to DMLL faculty.  Results of the assessment activities are shared and discussed at departmental faculty and individual language section meetings.  
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
