Program Objectives

The K-12 Art Education Program:

· has sequential curricula to foster the growth of the individual as an artist and educator

· requires in-depth specialization in one of four strands of studio practice, culminating in the professional exhibition of a coherent body of thesis artwork

· offers artistic education in the wide range of media required for proficiency as a generalist in art education

· creates a professional learning community within an undergraduate program and a post baccalaureate cohort

· combines resources and facilities of the Oakland University campus in Rochester with nearby community college campuses to create a broad range of  studio offerings

· addresses the need to understand elementary, middle and high school learners as separate entities, acknowledging the unique characteristics of each student demographic

· recognizes the needs of diverse learners and requires participation in Oakland University’s special needs program for autistic children

· addresses participation in the profession of Art Education through mandatory participation and membership in the Michigan and National Art Education Association student groups

· requires a multitude of field experiences to prepare pre-service teachers for urban, suburban and rural teaching environments

Student Learning Outcomes
Students will:
1. develop visual expression and personal voice through reflective development and practice

2. be committed to continual growth as artists and creative problem solvers

3. be able to incorporate the use of technology into the production of art and comprehend its influence on our visual culture

4. understand the cognitive and developmental stages of artistic growth and the pedagogy that fosters and supports artistic learning

5. develop curricula that is age level appropriate and allows for the differentiation of instruction to meet the needs of a diverse set of learners

6. be able to align the art curriculum with the National Standards and  Michigan Benchmarks and Standards for K-12 Art Education

7. understand the complexities of school culture and develop effective personal philosophies and methodologies for the teaching of art within the school environment

8. be lifelong learners in trends in educational research with an understanding of professional development opportunities through the National Art Education Association (NAEA) and state affiliates

9. develop an understanding of global artistic citizenship and awareness of issues of social justice

10. be dedicated advocates for the arts as artists and educators

Methods of Assessment
Data are collected at the end of each semester. Each art education student will have at a minimum 8 different assessments of their performance completed throughout the program. 

Assessments include:

1. a program and student assessment at the end of each field experience which is a 32 or 40 hour semester long practicum in a school. Each student has at a minimum 5 field experiences.

2. a summative student evaluation by 2 cooperating teachers at the end of the student teaching internship 

3. a formative midterm performance-based assessment after 7.5 weeks of student teaching

4. a summative performance-based assessment at the end of 15 weeks of student teaching

5. an art education program evaluation completed at the end of the student teaching which includes both Likert and narrative responses

These assessments are used to evaluate how and if the student learning outcomes are being met through the experiences in the field, coursework and content of the method’s courses.

Indirect Measure:

The indirect measures of Student Learning Outcomes are evident in the narrative and


reflective responses from the student interns who evaluate the program, internship 
placement, field placements, and university supervisor. Additionally, the cooperating 
teachers who oversaw the student teachers commented on the university supervisor. 
Considering that the university supervisor is also the Coordinator of Art Education, the 
evaluation is an important tool for assessing program effectiveness. The ten student 
learning outcomes as outlined in the assessment plan are embedded in the narratives from 
the student interns. These data are particularly useful in assessing program effectiveness.
